Tri-State Commerce Park. Shown above is part of the
3,500 acre/1,416 hectare peninsula developed by TVA
and NASA at a cost of over $4 billion. Tri-State Com-
merce Park is owned and maintained by Tishomingo
County. The site is located across a waterway from
Yellow Creek Port, the primary steel handling facility
for a three state region.
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Lightcast (formerly EMSI) reports that Tishom-
ingo County, Mississippi, USA, increased
manufacturing jobs by 76.9% between 2010
and 2022 compared to a 10.2% increase for
Mississippi and a 11.6% increase for the USA.

Tishomingo County is projected to see a 25.9%
increase in manufacturing jobs from 2022 to
2033 compared to 10.1% increase for Missis-
sippi and a 6.5% increase for the USA.

The largest manufacturing employers include
steel and composites fabrication, transporta-
tion parts, recreational vehicles, defense-re-
lated parts, and silicon refining.
